5. Unless indicated otherwise, the unit of measure indicates the minimum size.
6. The status of annexed schools is separated from the main schools (except facilities).

7. From 2021, ‘Status on special classes for working adolescents’ and ‘Industry special classes” are not
included for having no school operating such classes pursuant to an abolition of the applicable ordinance

II. Schools

1. Temporarily closed schools are included in the total number of schools, and unopened schools are
excluded.

2. Closed schools are excluded from the total number of schools, but schools or departments scheduled
to close during the reporting period are included.

3. The number of branch schools is shown in parenthesis, but not included in the total.

4. The schools in remote places & islands refer to schools located in the area classification stipulated in
the appendix of the ‘Enforcement Rules of the Act on the Promotion of Education in Island and Remote
Areas’.

5. Special schools offer kindergarten, elementary, middle, high school, and postgraduate courses to
students with disabilities of all kinds, including visual, hearing, physical, intellectual, psychological and
mental.

6. High schools are classified as following since 2011 (Article 76-3 of the Enforcement Decree of the
Elementary and Secondary Education Act):

A. General High School;

high schools, commercial high schools, fishery-marine high schools, vocational high schools, comprehensive
high schools)

7. ‘Other schools’ are classified as follows:

A. Civic high schools: secondary and vocational educational institutions for those who missed the
opportunities for middle school course and now exceeded the age limit for entering middle school
or adults

B. Trade high schools: professional and technical educational institutions with a 1 to 3 year program
for those who have completed middle school curriculum;

C. Miscellaneous schools: Educational institutions, which are similar to elementary, middle, high and
special schools. These institutions have different academic years, entrance requirements and
academic qualifications, etc.; and

D. Civic school is deleted as of 2019 for no data exists from 2012.

III. Classes and Study Subjects

1. The number of classes of kindergarten, elementary and secondary educational institutions indicates
the number of organizations at school.

2. Classes are classified as follows:
A. Single-grade Classes: Classes of students who are all in the same grade
B. Multi-grade Classes: Classes with students from two or more grade levels

3. Special classes are formed separately in elementary, middle and high schools for students with physical
disabilities, such as visual or hearing, etc.

4. Special classes include the home and hospital teaching programs.

IV. Students

1. The number of students does not include students on leave from kindergarten, elementary and

secondary educational institutions.

2. The number of graduates from kindergarten, elementary, and secondary education institutions is

based on the graduation date of 2024.
3. Students age is based on their legal registration.

4. Data collection criteria for ‘Annual Turnover of Students (elementary, middle and high school) are
as follows:

A. Postponed enrollments: students who postponed the enrollments in compulsory education
(elementary and middle) due to illness, Alternative Educaional Istitutions, unapproved study abroad
and other reasons.

B. Exempts: students who are exempted from compulsory education (elementary and middle) due to
illness, leaving the country and other reasons.
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C. Postponed enrollment and exempted (high school) : Only for students subjected to special education
D. Readmissions & Transfer (elementary and middle)

- Readmissions: students who had postponed enrollment, were exempted or supernumerary but
were readmitted to school for the compulsory education

- Transfer: students who were not subjected to compulsory education but were readmitted to the
previous school or another school on the same or lower grade.

E. Readmissions/ Transfer/ Re-enrollment (high schools)

- Readmissions: Students who had stopped schooling but readmitted to the previous school in a
lower grade.

- Transfer: students who stopped schooling but were readmitted to the previous school or another
school in a higher grade (students who were not subjected to compulsory education re-enrolls at
the previous school or another school in the same or lower grade level)

- Re-Enrollment: students who took a leave of absence for some reason but have gone back to school
after the reasons have dissipated.

F. Repeaters (elementary, middle and high schools): students who failed the course and could not pass
on to the next grade.
G. Postponed Enrollments & Exempts

- Elementary & Middle Schools: Students who stopped schooling because of students records
management for non-enrolled students due to long-term absence, postponed enrollments or
exemptions due to illness, unauthorized study abroad and other reasons

-High Schools: Students who stopped studying by dropping-out, expulsion, students records
management for non-enrolled students due to long-term absence, exemption or postponement
due to illness, domestic affairs, in adaptation, leaving the country and other reasons

V. Teachers & Clerical Staffs

1. ‘Teachers’ refers to the number of persons employed as teachers (including those temporarily

absent).

2. The number of teachers in kindergarten, elementary and secondary educational institutions include

temporary instructors, not including part-time teachers.

3. Teachers who are appointed to work concurrently for more than two schools are classified as
belonging to one of the following schools:

A. The school where they are in charge of a class
B. The school where they teach the most number of hours.

4. The teacher quota is based on the following:

A. National and Public Schools: The legal quota of students pursuant to the Enforcement Decree of the
Elementary and Secondary Education Act and the University Foundation and Operations Regulations;
or

B. Private Schools: The number of teachers included in the school budget and as permitted by the laws.

5. School counselors, librarians, health teachers and nutrition teachers are full-time teachers in the
number of Teachers by Position’.

6. In ‘Teachers by Qualification’, teachers with 2 or more certifications are classified based on the

higher certification at the current school.



7. Teachers who are classified as ‘certified’, in the ‘Teachers by the Number of Years Passed After
Acquiring Certification’ are those who have a certification of principal or vice-principal but teach

classes.
8. Teacher’s age is based on their legal registration (as of April 1).

9. The years of teaching experience is calculated pursuant to the Appendix 22 of the Regulation on

Government Employee Remunerations.

10. Teachers' pay grade is pursuant to the Regulation on Government Employee Remunerations.
Provided, the pay for private school teachers is converted into the pay grade under the Regulation

on Government Employee Remunerations.

11. The classification of training teachers by area is pursuant to Appendix 22 of the Enforcement Rule

of the Teacher Qualification Examination.

12. The position of clerical staff at private schools is converted into the position of government

employees based on the amount of salaries.

VI. Facilities

1. The facility areas are in square meters (m).

2. Facilities concurrently used by more than 2 different schools are counted as the property of the

school with ownership right or the upper level school.

3. The classrooms are classified pursuant to the following standards:

A. Regular Classrooms: Regular classrooms where classes are held

B. Subject Classrooms: Classrooms equipped with devices necessary to conduct classes, such as
touch-screen, computer, lab equipment, discussion tables, etc., appropriate for the subject matter,
such as math classroom, English classroom, computer classroom, science lab, etc.

C. Special Subject Classrooms: Classrooms equipped with facility and equipment necessary for class
activities that cannot be conducted in regular classrooms, such as arts, physical education, science,
reading, etc.

D. Classrooms by Level: Classrooms for study groups divided by student achievement or elective courses

4. The number of classrooms in kindergarten, elementary, middle and high schools is counted

regardless of areas.

5. The number and size of rooms in kindergarten, elementary, middle and high schools are rounded

off to the nearest whole number.
6. The quantity of energy usage means the total energy used during Jan. 1 to Dec. 31, 2023.

7. Some items of the quantity of energy usage were converted to other scales using the standard conversion

table.
